On October 18", the Concordia seventh grade students took a field trip to Topeka. The day included tours at the State Capitol
building and the Kansas History Museum. Students toured many areas including the Senate chambers, the committee rooms,
the library, and the Governor’s office.

The dome tour was a favorite for many of the students. Students that wanted, were able to climb 296 steps to reach the top of
the dome. They were able to go outside at the top and enjoy the beautiful view of Topeka.

Representative Bowers joined the seventh graders for lunch in the lobby of the capitol. She also allowed students to tour her
office. Representative Bowers gave every student and teacher a Kansas pin as a memento of their trip.

At the Kansas History Museum, students took a teacher-guided tour of the main gallery. The museum had displays represent-
ing the early Native American life, territorial and early statehood, railroads and early settlements, and life throughout the 20™
century in Kansas.

This field trip corresponds with the current Kansas History curriculum that has been implemented in the seventh grade social

studies classroom.
